In the English language, there are Eight Parts of Speech namely:

1. Noun (names a person, place, thing, or idea)

- Example: _cat, city, happiness_

2. Pronoun (replaces a noun)

- Example: _he, she, it, they_

Verb (describes an action or state)

- Example: _run, jump, is_

4.  Adjective (describes or modifies a noun)

- Example: _happy, blue, large_

5. Adverb (describes or modifies a verb, adjective, or other adverb)
- Example: _quickly, very, well_
6. Preposition (shows the relationship between a noun/pronoun and other words)

- Example: _in, on, under, between_

7. Conjunction (connects words, phrases, or clauses)

- Example: _and, but, or, because_

8. Interjection (expresses strong emotion or surprise)

- Example: _Wow! Oh! Help!_

These parts of speech help structure sentences and convey meaning in communication.
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
